Finnish War 1808—-09

ESVARTHOLM FORTRESS, FEB—MAR 1808

Svartholm fortress was built between 1749 and 1764 on the shores of
the Bay of Loviisa in southern Finland by Gen Augustin Ehrensvard.
Even when the Russians invaded Finland in 1808, Svartholm’s
fortifications were incomplete and only two-thirds of its artillery was
emplaced. Although Russian siege guns caused only minor damage to
the defences, the garrison commander, Carl Magnus Gripenberg,
surrendered on 18 March 1808, after offering only token resistance.
mPYHAJOK], 16 ApPrIL 1808

Deep snow hampered both sides in this skirmish in 1808, which was
fought as the Swedish forces ended their retreat. The Russians had been
following the Swedish army northwards, as it abandoned much of
Finland to Russian occupation. MGen Georg Carl von Dgbeln’s
Swedish force fought a fierce action against the Russian vanguard under
MGen Yakov Kulnev, but Dobeln soon retreated in accordance with
FM Klingspor’s overall strategic plan.

mSIIKAJOKI, 18 ApriL 1808

A 400-strong Swedish force under MGen Georg Carl von Débeln and
Carl Johan Adlercreutz defeated the Russian vanguard of 1000 men
under MGen Yakov Kulnev, inflicting 200 casualties for the loss of 140
men.

mREvVOLAX, 27 APRIL 1808

Col Johan Adam Cronstedt’s Swedish brigade of 2250 men defeated a
1800-strong Russian detachment under MGen Mikhail Bulatov, which
had occupied the village of Revonlahti. Cronstedt divided his brigade
into two assault columns and attacked in the morning. The right
column, under LCol Gustav Aminoff, comprised two battalions of the
Savolax Infantry Regiment, the Savolax Jaeger Regiment’s third
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mLEMO, 19-20 JUunE 1808

MGen Eberhard von Vegesack’s Swedish force of 2500 men was
defeated by LGen Karl Gustav von Baggovut’s 3600 Russians. Both
